STRENGTHENED BY GRACE! 

 

 

I am thankful for the manner in which God 

has revealed His Will in the Scriptures. I 

am thankful I can go to them for daily 

guidance. I am thankful God has revealed 

His standard of right and wrong through His 

Word. However, to base my hope on my own 

actions can give rise to fear. I am imper-

fect. I sometimes get things wrong. At 

times I miss the mark in action and speech. 

Therefore, though I am thankful for God’s 

grace and truth. 

 

In the Father’s wisdom, Jesus came “full of 

grace and truth.” (John 1:14) Both are 

needed. If it was just in truth, that could 

end up being discouraging because of my 

difficulty in measuring up. To have come 

full of grace only, I could be tempted to 

view grace as a license or permission to do 

whatever I want (i.e. Jude 4) and let grace 

take care of it. Instead, God’s grace ought 

to train me to turn from ungodliness and 

worldly passions (Titus 2:11-12), not con-

tinue in them! (note also Romans 6:1-2) 

Thank God for Jesus to guide us and the 

grace in which to abide. 

 

In Paul’s second letter to Timothy we read. 

. .  “(1) You then, my child, be strength-

ened by the grace that is in Christ Je-

sus,” (2 Timothy 2:1 ESV) 

 

God’s word encourages and strengthens, but 

so does His grace. Though I ought to always 

strive to live in accordance with God’s 

Will, to live in fear of making a mistake 

can inhibit my stepping out in the service 

of ministry. Mistakes will occur in spite 

of my best efforts. Knowing the grace of 

God strengthens me to step out to do the 

best I can with a willingness to ask for-

giveness when I do error, knowing that 

grace will be sufficient. 

 

Let us each trust the sufficiency of the 

truth of God! 

Without it, we will live a misguided life. 

Let us also trust the sufficiency of God’s 

grace! Without it, there would be no hope 

of eternal life! May we, therefore, find 

the strength God’s grace can provide while 

we diligently seek to walk in the truth!
